She understands the physiology
of birth and the emotional needs of a the

woman in labor.

The doula assists the woman in preparing
for birth and carrying out her plans for her
birth.

The doula stays by the side of the laboring

woman throughout her labor.

The doula provides emotional support,
practical comfort measures, and an
objective view point and information to aid

in decision making.

The doula acts as a liaison between the
laboring woman, her partner, and clinical

care providers.

The doula does not replace the woman’s

partner or clinical providers.

e Benefits of breastfeeding
